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These engineering pions hove been prepared at the request of the developer for 
construction with some rock doto, but not suffleiell t enough to determine the 
exact location of oil e~isting rock collditions. 
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If e~isting rock conditions ore encountered during collstruction it sholl be t he 
responsibility of the developer and or his contractor to contact Box Engineerillg 
Co., Inc. and the soi ls engineer for the project at the tlme of ellcoullter to 
determine the best design to continue construct ion.
