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Trail

A pedestrian route developed primarily for outdoor recreational purposes. A pedestrian route
developed primarily to connect elements, spaces, or facilities within a site is not a trail.

Sidewalk
That portion of a street between the curb line, or the lateral line of a roadway, and the adjacent

property line or on easements of private property that is paved or improved and intended for use
by pedestrians.
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A shared use path is a multi-use path designed for both transportation and recreation purposes.
Shared use paths typically are separated from motorized vehicular traffic by an open space or
barrier, either within a highway right-of-way or within an independent right-of-way.
